Class Grading Key: 
 
E = Excellent completion (all reading, assignments, outstanding participation) 
G = Good completion (most reading, all assignments, good participation) 
S = Satisfactory completion (most assignments, healthy participation) 

>> An “E,G,” or “S” student receives a “Certificate of Achievement” after 
each completed class to showcase his/her study and hard work. 

 
P = Participation. (attended classes but did not complete most assignments)  

>> A “P” student receives a “Certificate of Participation” after each 
course as one who audited the class.
