How to Honor God in Relationships
Ephesians 5:21-6:9

Key Verse: 5:21

“…submit to one another out of 
reverence for Christ.”

Because I honor Christ,

…I will “submit” to others

Note that this submission has nothing 
to do with whether or not the people 

involved deserve it or have earned it –

we submit not because we respect them, 
but because we respect Christ.

What does this submission involve?

- “I care more about your needs than 
my own.”

- “I choose to treat you as if you were 
Jesus.”

- “In this relationship, my 
motivations are spiritual, not selfish.”
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Relationships Discussed in Ephesians:

- Wife to husband (5:22-24)

- Husband to wife (5:24-33)

- Child to parent (6:1-3)

- Parent to child (6:4)

- Employee to Employer (6:5-8)

- Employer to Employee (6:9)

These principles can be applied to any human 
relationship.  What might the principles be for 

the following:

- student to teacher, teacher to student
- pastor to church, church to pastor

- co-worker to co-worker, business to business
-friend to friend, sibling to sibling

-neighbor to neighbor
- citizen to govt., govt. to citizen
